1. God the Father __________________________________________. 

Psalm 8:1 

Lord, our Lord, how majestic is your name in all the earth!  

You have set your glory in the heavens. 

 

 

2. God the Son _____________________________________________. 

Romans 5:1-2 

Therefore, since we have been justified through faith, we have peace with 

God through our Lord Jesus Christ, through whom we have gained access 

by faith into this grace in which we now stand. And we boast in the hope 

of the glory of God. 

 

  

3.  God the Holy Spirit ______________________________________. 

John 16:13-14 (NIV)  

But when he, the Spirit of truth, comes, he will guide you into all the 

truth. He will not speak on his own; he will speak only what he hears, and 

he will tell you what is yet to come. He will glorify me because it is from 

me that he will receive what he will make known to you. 
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
