THE SIGNIFICANCE OF THE TRIUMPHAL ENTRY
Psalm 24; Isaiah 50:4-9; Philippians 2:5-11; Matthew 21:1-11

1. The King who enters is
Psalm 24:7, 10

Lift up your heads, you gates; be lifted up, you ancient doors,
that the King of glory may come in.

Who is he, this King of glory?

2. The King who suffers is
